1 CALL TO ORDER by President Kelso at 7 00pm

2 PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4 APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Councilmember King made amotion to approve the agenda as presented Vice President Kirlin

seconded the motion All wereunanimously in favor

5 APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Councilmember Omberg made a motion to approve the minutes for the meeting ofNovember 11 2007

as presented Councilmember King seconded the motion President Kelso Councilmember Cassiday
Councilmember King and Councilmember Omberg were in favor ofthe motion Vice President Kirlin

abstained from voting

6 PUBLIC HEARING FOR ADDITIONAL APPROPRIATIONS

Clerk Treasurer Young explained that they advertised for this evening to have an Additional

Appropriations Hearing for the Cumulative Capital Improvement Fund in the amount of 15 000 00

She presented Resolution 2007 07 for Additional Appropriations Councilmember Omberg made a

motion to accept Resolution 2007 07 A Resolution Authorizing Additional Appropriation by title only
Councilmember King seconded the motion President Kelso asked if the public had any comments

There were none All were unanimously in favor President Kelso closed the Additional

Appropriations Hearing portion ofthe meeting

7 COMMUNICATIONS
Chief Administrator Carr introduced the newest Public Works employee Mike Shea who started

working for the Town on December 5 2007 The Town Council welcomed Mr Shea

Chief Administrator Carr explained that at last month s meeting Ms Heck sent in a request to have an

adjustment to her water bill Ms Heck was not present at this evening s Council meeting so Chief

Administrator Carr reread the letter from Ms Heck requesting the adjustment Chief Administrator

Carr explained that Town Superintendent Bush has reviewed the issue the meter was tested and it was

accurate 92 3 and 7 7 ofthe usage was un metered After reviewing the adjustment request Town

Superintendent Bush concluded the water loss would have been greatly reduced had the customer

updated their phone information with the billing department and therefore he did not recommend a

greater adjustment because the utility followed standard protocol in trying to resolve the issue
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Councilmember Omberg made amotion to accept the recommendation from staff as it sounds like they
did everything they could Councilmember King seconded the motion All were unanimously in favor

8 TOWN MARSHAL JACK DORSETT
Town Marshal Dorsett explained that on May 13 2002 one of his officers responded to a serious

incident on Helmsburg Road Carl Lundy was caught in adrainage pipe in his retention pond Chief

Deputy Loerzel freed Mr Lundy from the fence that he was caught in and witnesses said that if it

wasn t for ChiefDeputy Loerzel the man would have drowned Town Marshal Dorsett submitted this

information to the American Police Hall of Fame and last week they sent aLife Saving plaque and lapel
pin and Town Marshal Dorsett presented ChiefDeputy Loerzel with this award for her heroic actions

Town Marshal Dorsett introduced the Police Department to the TOTI Council and those in the

audience The Council thanked the police officers for their work

Town Marshal Dorsett presented activity reports from November

9 CITIZENS CONCERNS
Resident James Tracy addressed the Council regarding aneighbor that has allegedly caused flooding to

his home as well as allegedly killed heirloom plants in the back yard Mr Tracy claims the neighbor
also installed a fence on the property line and it has since broken down and parts ofit are in Mr Tracy s

yard Mr Tracy also contends that the neighbor is burning construction materials in the backyard and

presented pictures of his neighbor s downspout pipe running into Mr Tracy s backyard

Councilmember Cassiday sees this as adispute between twoprivate parties and this is not something
that the Town Council should be involved in President Kelso agreed with Councilmember Cassiday
that this is more ofa civil dispute Discussion Town Attorney Roberts advised that unless this

involves an issue of public health or safety the government cannot step in and take action He

suggested that Mr Tracy talk to an attorney and get some independent advice and maybe resolve the

matter by way of small claims court Discussion

NEW BUSINESS

1 BROWN COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Vice President Kirlin gave the background ofthe project being considered The project is a history
center down by the old hardware store The Historical Society spoke with grant administrators ARa

and found that there may be an opportunity if the Town Council approves to apply for agrant through
the Town Lisa Westenberger ofARa Mr Lancaster President ofthe Historical Society and Mary
Pendergrass of the Brown County Historical Society were present at the meeting this evening Vice

President Kirlin asked if the Town Council would entertain giving the Brown County Historical Society
an opportunity to use ARa for the grant

Ms Westenberger explained the ramifications of using the Town for the Community Focus Fund grant
The County does not qualify but the Town does Ifthe Town applies for the funds and the sub

recipient would be the Brown County Historical Society this would be the only way they can tap into

these funds Ms Westenberger further explained that the Town can only have one open CFF project at

a time and she knows the Town is looking at asewer expansion project and if that is the Town s

priority she wouldn twant it to be a problem with going in with the Historical Society
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Ms Westenberger prepared three different timelines for the Town Council and explained these
timelines and project details with the Council Discussion Councilmember Cassiday made amotion to

deny the request at this time so as not to jeopardize the sewer project Councilmember Omberg
seconded the motion All wereunanimously in favor

1 UPDATE ON SEWER EXPANSION PROJECT
Chief Administrator Carr reported that no information was submitted by Strand Engineering All

information that was requested by the engineering firm has been delivered to them

2 PARKING AND PUBLIC FACILITIES UPDATE
Lamond Martin asked Town Attorney Roberts ifhe had heard from Mr Roger s attorney regarding the

contract for the lease ofthe Antique Alley Restrooms Town Attorney Roberts explained that Mr

Roger s attorney responded in a letter and has redrafted acontract including the changes requested and

Town Attorney Roberts presented copies ofthe draft contract to the Town Council this evening Town

Attorney Roberts and the attorney for Mr Rogers agree that the leasing entity should not be the Parking
and Public Facilities Commission but rather the Town itself and the draft includes this change

Regarding the Robert s Property Town Attorney Roberts said there wasno problem in getting another

appraisal

Councilmember Omberg asked if the water fountains were up and running at the Mound Street
restrooms ChiefAdministrator Carr reported that Voils Plumbing informed her they need construction
blue prints for the Mound Street foundation and Lamond Martin is to meet with them

Councilmember King asked about replacing the arm that holds the sign at the Mound Street restroom

Mr Martin said he has not replaced it yet but he will take care of this

Vice President Kirlin asked about air conditioning in the restrooms Mr Martin explained they
discussed this issue and did not come to a consensus Council suggested using high rate ventilation or

attic fans rather than air conditioning Mr Martin will work on getting the fans

3 DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMISSION REPORT
David Martin reported that the DRC has approved the Cornerstone Inn project subject to the Fire

Department checking out the plans They have passed some signs and are encouraged that people are

starting shops in Nashville

Mr Martin presented recommended changes to the Development Review Guidelines and the Staff

Approval Chart in order to make things flow a little better for applicants Discussion Councilmember

Cassiday made a motion to adopt the changes as presented Councilmember King seconded the motion

All were unanimously in favor
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Mr Martin informed the Council that he spoke with Town Attorney Roberts regarding the 46 Corridor

and Village District revisions and they are still working on a proposal Discussion

4 DOG ORDINANCE
Councilmember Omberg sent adraft ofthe Dog Ordinance to the council members and Clerk Treasurer

Young has several questions regarding the draft Discussion This item will be tabled until

Councilmember Omberg and Clerk Treasurer Young can work on the draft together

agreement with a non entity Discussion They will discuss this once again at the next Town Council

meeting
