NASHVILLE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 15, 2007

ATTENDANCE — Council members present - President Roger Kelso, Vice-President Robert Kirlin,
Councilmember Dale Cassiday, Councilmember Charles B. King and Councilmember Arthur Omberg.
Also in attendance — Town Superintendent Roger Bush, Chief Administrator Phyllis Carr, Town
Marshal Jack Dorsett, Town Attorney James Roberts, and Clerk-Treasurer Brenda Young.

REGULAR COUNCIL BUSINESS

1) CALL TO ORDER by President Kelso at 7:05pm

2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
3) ROLL CALL - by Clerk-Treasurer Brenda Young

4) MOMENT OF SILENCE - in honor of Brown County Surveyor John Rudd who recently passed
away.

5) APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilmember Omberg made a motion to approve the agenda as published. Councilmember King

seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

6) APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES
Councilmember Omberg made a motion to approve the minutes of the 12-21-06 meeting, 1-18-07

Executive Session and regular meeting, and the 2-1-07 meeting. Councilmember King seconded the
motion. All were unanimously in favor.

7) COMMUNICATIONS

A. Glass Menagerie- Holiday Lighting

Chief Administrator Carr read aloud a sample letter that she sent to those businesses that were violating
the colored lighting ordinance. The owner of the Glass Menagerie was not present at tonight’s meeting.
Vice-President Kirlin made a motion to table this until the owner of the business comes before Council.
Councilmember King seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

B. Saturday Night Downtown Activities — Suzannah Zody

Suzannah Zody with the Chamber of Commerce came to the Council to clarify the streets that are to be
blocked. After discussion it was agreed that from Old School Way to the parking lot entrance of Holy

Cow! Steakhouse on Washington Street would be blocked off. Councilmember Omberg suggested the
Chamber talk to the Davis’ about maybe getting together on these events.

Suzannah also wanted clarification of the no parking signs and what they would say. She was under the
impression that early in the morning they were going to put out prominent signs that said no parking
after 3pm. Chief Administrator Carr suggested putting up caution tape and blocking off the streets all
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day long. Councilmember King agreed that blocking the street all day would be a better solution. The
spaces will be blocked at 6am on Saturday mornings; the street will be blocked to traffic at 2:30pm.

Vice-President Kirlin said that the Chamber of Commerce is not well off financially. He would like for
the Council to look at the Riverboat Gambling Fund, which has around $7,000.00, and maybe give the
Chamber $500.00 to $1,000.00 toward a purchase of a PA system. He would like the Town to own the
system and lease it to the Chamber. Suzannah said that they have been shopping around and believe
they can purchase a 250 watt four mike system for less than $1,000.00. Vice-President Kirlin made a
motion the Town purchase a PA system not to exceed $1,000.00. Councilmember King seconded the
motion. All were unanimously in favor. Suzannah thanked the Council on behalf of the Chamber.

President Kelso said he had a letter from Boy Scout Troop 190. They requested blocking off the street
from West Main from the Honeysuckle Alley down to Jefferson Street during the Spring Blossom
Parade Day for their annual auction. Councilmember King made a motion to allow Boy Scout Troop
190 on May 3 at 9pm through the day of May 4th the Parade Day to block the section of West Main
Street from Honeysuckle to Jefferson Street, not including the Jefferson Street intersection.
Councilmember Cassiday seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

Town Superintendent Bush spoke about a letter from Steven Burch who wants to hook onto our sewer
system. He is not currently contiguous to the Town. Vice-President Kirlin made a motion to deny the
request of the letter. Councilmember King seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

8) CITIZENS CONCERNS
Lamond Martin spoke about dogs in his neighborhood that are barking all night and all day. He has

talked to the homeowners and nothing has changed. He has called Animal Control and Town Deputies
and nothing much has happened. Town Attorney Roberts spoke of the nuisance rule which is in Title
Nine, Chapter 92 of the Town Ordinances. Councilmember Omberg apologized for his delay in the
creation of a dog ordinance. Town Attorney Roberts will research this issue further and bring the
information back to the next council meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

1) 2007 PROJECTS

Councilmember Omberg had suggested that they have a project list of things to get accomplished this
year. The Council members shared their project list:

President Kelso — to get the sewer project underway

Councilmember King — to start the storage project

Councilmember Omberg — to get the dog ordinance completed

Councilmember Cassiday — to get a paperless system going

Councilmember Kirlin — did not have anything at this time

Chief Administrator Carr — to get the storage project completed

Clerk-Treasurer Young — to get new computer hardware and software for the billing and accounting
department because the system is so old. She has a proposal to take the money from the CCI Fund, and
they would need $10, 796.50. Councilmember King made a motion to spend the money from the CCI
Fund, not to exceed $11,000.00, in order to upgrade the billing system as described by Clerk-Treasurer
Young. Councilmember Omberg seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.
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
