NASHVILLE TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
THURSDAY, MARCH 18, 2010

ATTENDANCE - Council members present — President Roger Kelso, Vice-President Robert Kirlin,
Councilmember Sean Cassiday, Councilmember Charles B. King and Councilmember Arthur Omberg.
Also in attendance — Town Superintendent Roger Bush, Chief Deputy Jim Robinson, Town Attorney
Jim Roberts, Clerk-Treasurer Brenda Young and Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Debbie Ferry.

REGULAR COUNCIL BUSINESS

1) CALL TO ORDER by President Kelso at 7:00pm.
2) PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
3) ROLL CALL by Clerk-Treasurer Young.

4) AWARD PRESENTATION

Vice-President Kirlin reported the Council has a committee to present very special citizens of the Town
with the Key to Nashville. The key is presented to those that have demonstrated dedication to the
community. The first key was presented to Rita Hart and the second key is being presented this

evening to Jimmie D. Edwards.

Vice-President Kirlin noted that anytime Jimmie was asked to do something he always said yes and the
work was done quickly and efficiently. Vice-President Kirlin then presented the Key to Nashville to
Jimmie D. Edwards and thanked him on behalf of the community for his years of dedication.
Councilmember Omberg noted that Jimmie Edwards served on the Nashville Town Council from the
late 1980’s to the early 1990’s.

Jimmie Edwards thanked everyone, especially the Town Council for being dedicated to the community.

Town Superintendent Bush advised that beginning this year, they started an employee awards program.
Tonight he introduced the first three employees to receive the award: Bobbie Harden, Steve Williams
and Mary Beth Fisher. The Council thanked the employees for their work.

5) APPROVAL OF AGENDA

President Kelso asked if there were any additions or deletions to the agenda. Vice-President Kirlin
noted the Council has been asked by the Development Review Commission to review a sign
application. President Kelso advised they will address this under the report given by the Development
Review Commission.

Vice-President Kirlin made a motion to accept the agenda as presented. Councilmember King
seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

6) APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

President Kelso advised the following minutes had been submitted for approval: February 4, 2010
Safety Board meeting and regular meeting and February 18, 2010. Councilmember Omberg made a
motion to approve the minutes as presented. Vice-President Kirlin seconded the motion. All were
unanimously in favor.
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7) COMMUNICATIONS . o
Town Superintendent Bush advised there was a written request from the Nashville Christian Church to

participate in the sidewalk program. The church has complied with the way the Town was doing the
program in 2008. The Town currently solicits contractors and process it through the Town process,
however, after reviewing the church’s quote and comparing it to the bid in the storm water project this
is a fair quote. Town Superintendent Bush recommended that the Council approve the request.

Discussion.

Vice-President Kirlin made a motion to accept the joint venture with the Nashville Christiap Church
and split the cost of $1,675.00 to have them proceed with the sidewalk. Councilmember King seconded

the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

8) CITIZEN CONCERNS
None presented.

NEW BUSINESS
1) TRUCK BID OPENING
Town Superintendent Bush reported he received two bids for a four wheel drive one ton truck with a
dump bed and snow plow. He opened the bids in the following order:
1) Uebelhor & Sons with a bid of $38,620.00 for a Chevy Silverado 350.
2) Bloomington Ford with a bid of $37,125.00 for a Ford F350.

Town Superintendent Bush will review the lease purchase options and report back to the Council.

Councilmember Omberg made a motion to take the bids under advisement until they receive
recommendations from Town Superintendent Bush and Town Attorney Roberts. Vice-President Kirlin
seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor. Vice-President Kirlin asked if this was budgeted.
Town Superintendent Bush noted this truck has not been budgeted for, the bids were sent out as a
response to Council regarding his truck issue. He will have to look into figuring out the funding.

2) ANY OTHER NEW BUSINESS THAT MAY COME BEFORE THE COUNCIL
None presented.

REPORTS FROM DEPARTMENT HEAD

1) TOWN MARSHAL - CHIEF DEPUTY JIM ROBINSON

A. Council Inquiries
Chief Deputy Jim Robinson advised the February activity reports had been passed out to the Council.
He noted the two new officers at the academy have passed the agility test with flying colors. He
believes they will be two fine officers for the department.

Chief Deputy Robinson asked Town Attorney Roberts about the political signs being up before 30 days
prior to the primary elections; what would be the best way for the department to deal with this issue?
Discussion. President Kelso suggested they educate the town residents, candidates and political parties
to let them know that the town only allows political signs to be displayed 30 days prior to the election
and it will be enforced in the fall for the General Election. President Kelso asked Town Attorney
Roberts if there is any sort of fine associated with putting the signs up before the allowed time. Town
Attorney Roberts will look up the fine amount and report back to the Council.
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Chief Deputy Robinson brought up a list of items the Police Department wishes to get rid of. Clerk-
Treasurer Young advised they may get rid of so many items up to $5,000.00 and it has to be either by
sealed bids or an auction. Chief Deputy Robinson noted the most expensive item on the disposal list is
a 1997 police car. Discussion. President Kelso suggested they look at the list of items and have the
Police Department dispense with the items according to ordinance.

Vice-President Kirlin made a motion that Chief Deputy Robinson and Town Attorney Roberts get
together and dispose of the items according to ordinance. Councilmember Omberg seconded the
motion. All were unanimously in favor.

OLD BUSINESS

1) APPROVAL OF THE FISCAL PLAN

Town Superintendent Bush reported he sent to Council the core document with changes Town Attorney
Roberts and Council had recommended. One change that did not get specified to the letter was in
regard to the fire portion. The County is not able to give him the assessed value for the annexation area
at this time but he will try to get this from them as soon as possible and he expects this to be less than

$3,000.00.

Town Attorney Roberts advised he has prepared a resolution regarding the fiscal plan and presented a
copy to the Council. He suggested in order to keep the annexation of Coffey Hill and Orchard Hill on
schedule they should introduce the annexation ordinances at this meeting. Town Attorney Roberts
asked the Council to have first reading of each ordinance by title only and advise the public that copies
will be on file at the Clerk-Treasurer’s office for their examination.

Councilmember Omberg made a motion to accept Resolution 2010-1 by title only. Councilmember
King seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

Councilmember Omberg made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-2. Councilmember
King seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor. President Kelso read Ordinance 2010-2 by

title only.

Councilmember King made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3. Councilmember
Omberg seconded the motion. All were unanimously in favor. President Kelso read Ordinance 2010-3

by title only.

Town Attorney Roberts advised one blank needs to be addressed on each ordinance before the final
passage and this refers to the Council District as they are unsure as to what districts these annexations
will be a part of. Discussion. Council advised one area will become a part of District 1 and the other
area District 3. Town Attorney Roberts proposed to have the proposed Public Hearing on June 3, 2010.

Vice-President Kirlin asked if they went through the same process with Blue Elk. Town Attorney
Roberts noted that was a different process as it was a voluntary annexation. Clerk-Treasurer Young
reported she went to the County Auditor’s office and they are looking into it to make sure everyone
required was contacted.

2) STORM WATER PROJECT
Town Superintendent Bush reported he is waiting on Carrie Riley with ARa and DLZ to get together

and make a recommendation on the contract and a notice to proceed. Clerk-Treasurer Young advised
the performance bonds came in today.

3) SEWER EXPANSION PROJECT

Town Superintendent Bush passed out a new calendar for the project that Tony Akles of Strand
Engineers created. Town Superintendent Bush talked about the tight schedule of reviewing and
approving plans. Discussion. President Kelso asked Town Superintendent Bush to talk to Strand and
see if they can submit a 90-95% set of plans earlier than March 29, 2010 so the Council can review
sooner. President Kelso added that the Town is not getting good service from Strand and Town
Superintendent Bush needs to stay on top of them.

Councilmember Omberg asked what happened after the last Council meeting with the contract with
Strand. Vice-President Kirlin understood the contract with Strand was redone where additional monies
were to be paid in 48 months not 12 months but no one has signed it. Clerk-Treasurer Young advised
the revised contract was re-submitted to the Town Attorney for his approval and upon his approval
Town Council President Kelso signed the contract as approved by the Town Council.

Clerk-Treasurer Young noted Councilmember Omberg asked about the claim from Strand for the work
completed to date. The claim is for Professional Services rendered at a cost of $149,716.25. Clerk-
Treasurer Young explained the Town has a loan through the bank that the Council secured in order to
go ahead and make these payments until they close on the loan with Rural Development. Discussion.
Town Superintendent Bush reported he is comfortable with Council approving the claim. Vice-
President Kirlin made a motion to approve the claim for $149,716.25. Councilmember King seconded
the motion. Discussion of payment dates.

Vice-President Kirlin withdrew his motion and made a new motion that Council pay the two claims net
sixty days as presented for $149,716.25. No second to the motion.

Councilmember King made a motion to pay the claim as presented in regular fashion, tomorrow.
Councilmember Omberg seconded the motion. Those voting in favor of the motion: President Kelso,
Councilmember Cassiday, Councilmember King and Councilmember Omberg. Those voting against
the motion: Vice-President Kirlin. The motion carried 4-1.

4) DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PROJECT

Clerk-Treasurer Young advised the Councilmembers were given a CD with the plans and the specs in
their council packets. Advertising has gone out to receive bids and April 152010 is the bid opening.
Clerk-Treasurer Young noted they have met with DLZ, gone out to the site and walked the project area.

Vice-President Kirlin commented from the church to the old Foundation office building, none of that
sidewalk is being replaced. They wanted to include it, but for now it will have to be an alternate bid.
Vice-President Kirlin noted in front of the weaver shop, there will be sort of a show case for a piece of
art sculpture. The committee thinks the sculpture should be fenced in, however, Vice-President Kirlin
noted none of the sculptures in Columbus have fences around them. Main Street Committee Member
Suzannah Zody commented that because they will be changing out the art and if a sculpture has sharp
points on it this may be dangerous. Vice-President Kirlin explained the sculptures will be juried and for
sale to the public. As they sculpture sells, they will put in a new sculpture.

President Kelso asked Vice-President Kirlin if they like working with DLZ. Vice-President Kirlin said
that he did like working with then and he wanted it for the record that Charlie Day is a good man.
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5) CHAMBER OF COMMERCE REPORT

Suzannah Zody reported the Salt Creek cleanup is still ongoing. The first business to go live with
kayaking and canoe rentals as part of the grant is the Red Barn Jamboree. They are hoping to have a
live event mid-May and have it in conjunction with the Elvis impersonator that will be entertaining at
the Red Barn.

6) ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION REPORT

Suzannah Zodg/ spoke about their Cruise-In request for three dates: July 17™, August 21 and
September 18" 2010 and all of the dates are third Saturdays in the month. Ms. Zody is proposing to
block Jefferson from the gazebo north because this will only affect minimal businesses/parking. They
have consulted with businesses in the area to make sure these dates will work for them. Ms. Zody
reported the Chamber Board voted unanimously in favor to approve the three date for the Cruise-Ins.
This is a non-profit venture as well.

Councilmember King made a motion to approve all three events. Councilmember Cassiday seconded
the motion. All were unanimously in favor.

Ms. Zody reported the Small Business Development Center in Bloomington has been shut down.
Brown County is now in the region Terre Haute covers. Economic Development had just given a grant
to the Bloomington office to provide business seminars in Brown County for a year. The Terre Haute
office will now take over the seminars. Ms. Zody advised the first seminar will be March 31, 2010 at
Calzone Jones, 8am at a cost of $10 including breakfast. The seminar is about low and no cost
resources for businesses in a tough economy. Ms. Zody noted seminars are also scheduled for April

and May.

7) PARKING AND PUBLIC FACILITIES REPORT
Commission Member Dena Patrick reported the Commission spoke about the Roberts property. The
Commission has received one appraisal and are still awaiting the second appraisal.

Regarding the Jay Carter property, a purchase agreement has been put together and she believes Town
Attorney Roberts is reviewing the agreement. Town Attorney Roberts advised the review of the
agreement is done and he gave a copy of the agreement to the Clerk-Treasurer and has given a copy of
the draft to Mr. Carter.

Commission Member Patrick reported the Mound Street restroom sign had been knocked down by a
delivery truck. Arrangements had been made to put the sign back up but she has not personally
checked to see if the sign has been put up yet.

Commission Member Patrick advised the Commission approved a keyed switch to turn the lights on
and off at the Antique Alley restrooms. Previously they had to turn the lights on/off at a pole.

Commission Member Patrick noted the biggest discussion at their meeting was regarding the 3% bonus
that had normally been awarded to the restroom attendant at the end of each year. Commission
Member Patrick understands the Council voted not to give the 3% bonus but the Commission would
like to reopen that discussion if the Council is open to the discussion. Commission Member Patrick
spoke about the cleanliness of the restrooms on a regular basis. The Commission would like to request
if possible the Town reconsider giving her the bonus they would normally give at the end of the
contract. Discussion. Town Attorney Roberts advised they have to pay what is in the contract and that

1s all.
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Vice-President Kirlin commented that Ms. Unger does do a very good job. Councilmember Omberg
clarified, this was not a 3% bonus that she had received previously rather it was a 3% cost of living
increase on the contract. The current contract the Town has with her is for one year with no pay
increase in the contract.

8) DEVELOPMENT REVIEW COMMISSION REPORT

Commission President Suzannah Zody reported at their last meeting they tabled one sign and a COA
because they needed a Technical Review Committee meeting on this building first. One sign was
approved in house and three signs were approved at the meeting.

Commission President Zody explained they tabled one sign and forwarded it to the Council. The
Commission is to review colors, size, materials and design elements of signs. Commission President
Zody felt that there were issues concerning content of the sign and therefore it should come before the
Town Council to give the DRC direction as to what to do with the sign.

Buffy Harness, the shop owner with the sign in question, was present and asked the Council what the
issue is with the content of her sign. President Kelso commented nationaily the Confederate flag has
come up from time to time as to whether it is appropriate on public buildings. Councilmember
Cassiday asked Ms. Harness what they are selling in the store. Ms. Harness explained they do custom
gifts such as Civil War memorabilia such as a collectible chess set with detail characters from both
sides of the war. They carry items relating to both the Confederate and Union sides.

President Kelso asked Town Attorney Roberts for his legal opinion regarding the content of the sign.
Town Attorney Roberts advised he does not see anything in the Town’s ordinance that gives them
power over content. He has not had time to look to see if there are any Federal laws, but does not
believe there are any, that prohibit the exhibition of the Confederate flag. Nor does he believe there are
any State laws prohibiting the exhibition of the Confederate flag.

Ms. Harness explained they had looked into using two flags, but there were copyright issues and so they
chose this design. Ms. Harness added that her signs have already been made as that is what she
understood was needed from the Development Review Commission to review her application.
President Kelso asked the Commission if the sign did not have a Confederate flag would the sign have
been an issue at all. Commission President Zody explained the Commission did not discuss the sign
but rather referred it onto the Council due to the sign content. Discussion.

Councilmember Omberg made a motion to send the sign application request back to the Development
Review Commission to evaluate the application based on the sign guidelines. Councilmember King
seconded the motion. Discussion. President Kelso is concerned the motion does not give enough
direction to the Commission as to the content issue. Councilmember Omberg rescinded his motion and
Councilmember King rescinded his second.

Vice-President Kirlin commented that he cannot support the contents of the sign. Vice-President Kirlin
made a motion that the Council does not support the contents of the sign and refers the sign back to the
Development Review Commission. Councilmember Omberg seconded the motion.  President Kelso
asked for a roll call vote. Councilmember Omberg — yea, Councilmember Cassiday — nay, President
Kelso — nay, Vice-President Kirlin — yea and Councilmember King —yea. The motion passed 3-2.

Ms. Harness asked now that the Council is sending back the sign application to the Development
Review Commission are they to review the sign based on the current guidelines which is the material it
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
