AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING
A SCHEDULE OF RATES AND CHARGES
COLLECTED BY THE TOWN OF NASHVILLE, INDIANA
FROM THE OWNERS OF PROPERTY SERVED
BY THE SEWAGE WORKS OF SAID TOWN

WHEREAS, the Town has heretofore constructed and has in operation sewage works for the
purpose of collecting and disposing of the sewage of the Town in a sanitary manner and has
heretofore authorized construction of improvements hereto; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to establish a new schedule of expenses of maintenance and operation,
and to provide funds for necessary replacements and improvements to the sewage works, and to pay
the principal and interest on outstanding and proposed revenue bonds in accordance with the
applicable bond ordinance; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF NASHVILLE,
INDIANA:

Section 1. Unless the context specifically indicates otherwise, the meaning of terms used in this
ordinance shall be as follows:

a) “Council” shall mean the Town Council of Nashville, Indiana, or any duly authorized
officials acting in its behalf.

b) “BOD” (or Biochemical Oxygen Demand) shall have the same meaning as defined in the
Use Ordinance.

c) “Town” shall mean the Town of Nashville, Indiana, acting by and through the Town
Council.

d) “Debt Service Costs” shall mean the average annual principal and interest payments on
all outstanding revenue bonds or other long-term capital debt.

e) “Excessive Strength Surcharge” shall mean an additional charge which is billed to users
for treating sewage wastes with an average strength in excess of “normal domestic
sewage”.

f) “Industrial Wastes” shall mean the wastewater discharges from industrial, trade, or
business processes as distinct from employee wastes or wastes from sanitary
conveniences.

g) “NPDES (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System) Permit” shall have the
same meaning as defined in the Sewer Use Ordinance.

h) “Normal Domestic Sewage” (for the purpose of determining surcharges) shall mean
wastewater or sewage having an average daily concentration as follows:

BOD not more than 250mg/1
SS not more than 240mg/1

As defined by origin, wastewaters from segregated domestic and/or sanitary conveniences as
distinct from wastes form industrial processes.
